Louisiana All State Teams Requirements 

Many state skeet shooting associations recognize their members for excelling in the sport through their All 
State Team selection. The qualifications to make the All State Teams vary by state. We asked Frank J. 
Randazzo, II, Secretary/Treasurer of the Louisiana State Skeet Shooting Association to recap the 
qualifications requirements for the Louisiana All State Teams. Here is his response: 
 
The requirements to be eligible for the Louisiana All State Teams are as follows:  
 

(A).   The shooter must shoot one hundred registered targets in each gauge 12, 20, 28 & 410, in the 
state during the current skeet year at a four (4) gun shoot.  

 
(B).   The shooter must shoot all four gauges at the Louisiana State Championships in the current 

skeet year. This does not count in the 100 registered targets in each gauge in section (A).  
 
(C).  The shooter must shoot a minimum of 600 registered targets in each gauge, 12, 20, 28, & 410, 

during the current skeet year. 
 
There are two Louisiana All State Teams, consisting of five members in each team. The teams are selected by 
their HOA (high overall average), which is the accumulation of the 4 guns, 12, 20, 28, & 410. Shooters are 
ranked by average. The shooter with highest average is the “Captain “ of the 1st team, the next four highest 
averages make up the First Team All State Squad. The next five highest averages, make up the 2nd Team. 
Finally you have five Honorable Mention Shooters to round out the top 15 shooters that have met the 
qualifications! The 1st and 2nd teams are awarded All State belt buckles and the Honorable Mention Squad 
members receive plaques or patches.

Greetings to our Red Chute Gazette families and friends! 
 
With the scorching summer heat bearing down upon us, it seems an appropriate time to review facts about 
heat exposure. We have all seen – some of us first hand – the debilitating effects of too much sun and fun 
and how quickly we move from being a little too hot to “some serious stuff”!  
First we should differentiate between “heat exhaustion” and “heat stroke”:  
Heat exhaustion occurs during work or play in a hot, humid environment and body fluids are lost through 
sweating; thus causing the body to overheat. 
Symptoms of heat exhaustion include: 

1. Pale, moist skin 
2. Sweating profusely 
3. Muscle cramps or pain 
4. Feeling faint or dizzy 
5. Headache, weakness, thirst, and/or nausea 
6. Core temperature elevation more than 100 degrees F and increased pulse rate 
 

Heat stroke is a life-threatening condition where the individual’s cooling system stops working and the 
internal body temperature rises to levels where brain damage or other body organ damage occurs. 
Symptoms of heat stroke include: 

1. Abnormal mental status (dizziness, confusion, hallucinations, or loss of consciousness)   
2. Flushed, hot and dry skin (although it may be moist initially from previous sweating) 
3. Slightly elevated blood pressure at first, then falls later 
4. May experience hyperventilation 
5. Core temperature of 105 degrees F or more 
 

If heat stroke is suspected, call an ambulance immediately and begin cooling methods. 
Basic first aid for heat exhaustion: 

1. Move to a cool, shaded area 
2. Give cool water or sports drink; salty snacks are also appropriate, if tolerated. 
3. Loosen or remove clothing 
4. Apply cool water to skin 
5. Do not use an alcohol rub 
6. Do not give any beverages containing alcohol or caffeine 
 

If any of the following are present, the individual should go to the hospital: 
1. Loss of consciousness, confusion, or delirium 
2. Chest or abdominal pain 
3. Inability to drink fluids 
4. Continuous vomiting 
5. Temperature that is rising despite attempts to cool or temperature greater than 104 degrees F 
6. Any person with serious medical conditions 
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Dining on the Road  

Other points to remember: 
1. Infants and elderly are more likely to have heat related illnesses 
2. Certain medications increase the likelihood of adverse effects (i.e. antihistamines, blood pressure 

medicines, fluid pills, medicines for depression) 
3. Individuals with health issues are less able to handle heat; diabetics dehydrate faster than non 

diabetics 
And finally, a few tips to consider to prevent overheating: 

1. Avoid drinks containing alcohol or caffeine  
2. Replenish fluids frequently, preferably water of sports drinks 
3. Take frequent “cooling off” breaks 
4. Wear a hat, especially in direct sunlight 
5. Pay attention to warning signs and symptoms of heat exhaustion 

 
 
Thanks for the tips D! 
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On our way to the Louisiana State Skeet Championships in Kaplan, Louisiana in July, Debbie and I made a 
business trip to Metairie, Louisiana to hopefully make some money so we could afford to feed my skeet 
shooting addiction. While in Metairie, we dined at the Acme Oyster House®. The Acme Oyster House® has 
been pleasing the palates of discriminating diners in the New Orleans area since 1910. The original restaurant 
was located on Royal Street in the French Quarter. There are now three locations in Louisiana including 
New Orleans, Baton Rouge, Covington, and Metairie. A fifth is located in Sandestin, Florida. 
 
Personally, I have visited the Covington and Metairie locations on several occasions. In the past, I have 
enjoyed their chargrilled oysters. We were tempted to go that way this time, but opted to split a Fried 
Oyster Loaf. If you haven’t tried a Louisiana Oyster Loaf you simply need to put it on your “Bucket List”. 
These po-boys are made with more fried oysters than you would think could fit on 12 inches of French 
bread. Since we were splitting this one, I also enjoyed a bowl of Oyster Rockefeller Soup which is a rich 
blend of spinach, parmesan cheese and a hint of herbsaint, with a single fried oyster in the middle. It was 
gooood! 
 
The menu boasts awards for the best raw oysters, best fried oysters, best po-boys and best fried seafood. It 
includes some tempting Louisiana favorite dishes like Red Beans & Rice, Jambalaya, Gumbo, Seafood Platters, 
Steaks, a “Peace Maker Po-boy” made with fried oysters & shrimp with Tabasco® infused mayo.

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In response to requests at Red Chute Shotgun Sports Club, we are publishing the following recipe from our 
Editor, Debbie Frey:  

Fresh Strawberry-Cream Cheese Pie 
1 extra serving graham cracker pie crust 

1 quart fresh strawberries 

1 8 ounce 1/3 less fat cream cheese 

1 large Cool Whip Lite 

¾ cup Splenda 

Put cream cheese out of the refrigerator for 1 hour to soften.  Cream together cream cheese, Splenda and 
Cool Whip and pour into pie crust.  Cut slices of cleaned strawberries on top of this.  Cover the layer of 
strawberries Cool Whip.   You can take the remaining strawberries and cut them in half and arrange them 
on the top of the pie.  Refrigerate for at least 1 hour before serving.
