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Upland Bird Hunting 
Many of you have no doubt hunted quail before. Of course 
there is nothing like hunting wild quail. If you get a chance to 
hunt wild quail take it. Shooting pen raised birds is certainly 
not as challenging as wild birds, but it is fun too. 
 
My Dad was a quail hunter. I have fond memories of opening 
day quail hunts with Dad. It seems quail season used to open 
Thanksgiving Day. These trips involved a lot of walking, often 
in some briar infested areas. You could certainly work up an 
appetite for Thanksgiving Dinner. 
 
There is not a much prettier site than bird dogs on point. At 
one time, we had 18 dogs at our house. The truth is, five of 
those were beagles and one was a pet collie. The other twelve 
were pointers and setters. The pointers belonged to my Dad 
and the setters were my Uncle’s. Somehow we ended up 
keeping Uncle Robert’s dogs for him. That was in the 60s. By 
the  70s,  the  quail  populations  in  Southeastern Louisiana 
had diminished. Sam got rid of his bird dogs and took up 
turkey hunting. 
 
Nowadays, hunting wild birds usually requires a trip to West 
Texas or Kansas or some other fun place to visit. In 
December of 2007 I went pheasant hunting in Kansas with 
Steve Carter and Tom Sakre from Bossier City. It was an 
adventure. The night we arrived it snowed 6 inches! We 
hunted some very thick CRP grass in temperatures in the 
teens. We had a blast! 
 
Last fall I went back to Kansas with some friends from Baton 
Rouge. I had planned to go with Steve and Tom again. At the 
last minute, they were unable to go. I had also invited friends 
from Baton Rouge, Dana Vutera and Mark Jarreau. When 
Steve and Tom cancelled, we were able to invite Dana’s twin 
brother David from New York and Russell Young from Baton 
Rouge. 
 
We hunted on the farm of Lindy Howard. Lindy has a guide 
service called Runnin’ Roosters, LLC which he operates with 
his guide service partner Terry Ketcham. These guys run a 
first class operation. We hunted wild pheasants and quail from 
sunup to sundown two days solid. While we didn’t limit out, 
we did have the opportunity to. We missed some. Those 
pheasants are very fast and very smart. One morning, Mark 
Jareau hunted geese and then joined us later to hunt 
pheasants. Mark was in Cajun heaven with a sky full of more 
geese than you could count. 
 
There were millions of geese in Kansas last fall. The Pheasant 
and qiail populations were healthy also. Every pond, ditch or 
body of water we passed was covered up with mallards. This 
particular area has abundant dear and turkey populations, and 
we saw a lot of both. If you are interested in hunting wild 

pheasant, quail, waterfowl, deer, turkey or predators, you 
can  reach  Lindy Howard  at  (620) 727-7095  and  Terry 
Ketchum  at  (620) 727-0074  or you may  e-mail  them  at
ketchum62@gmail.com. Their prices are very reasonable. 
 
If you want to shoot lots of birds for a very reasonable price, 
a pen raised bird hunt may just be the ticket. It is certainly 
not the same adventure as wild birds, but it can be a lot of 
fun. Recently I had the pleasure of shooting quail at Thornhill 
Shooting Preserve near McComb, Mississippi. This time I was 
the guest of my good friend Dana Vutera of I to I Solutions in 
Baton Rouge. Again, I had the pleasure of hunting with Dana’s 
brother David and with Gary Littlefield of Baton Rouge.  
 
We hunted all morning with Wayne Thornhill and another 
guide named Jim. Now pen raised birds are not fast flyers. 
They  usually  hold  tight  until  the  dogs  flush  them and 
sometimes  need  a  little  encouragement  in  getting  up. 
However, when they do get up, you don’t know which way 
they will go and they can show you up. Fortunately, they 
don’t usually go too far and the dogs can usually find them 
again. 
 
Thornhill Shooting Preserve is owned and operated by Gary 
Wayne Thornhill and his father, “Con”. They do a first class 
job. They provide the dogs and clean the birds. All you have 
to do is enjoy the hunt. The season for pen raised birds in 
Mississippi runs from October to March 15th. You can get a 
special preserve hunting license through Wayne Thornhill 
that is good for a year for $15. You can reach Wayne at 
(601) 684-2138.  
 
After walking all morning following bird dogs and birds, we 
stopped at The Dinner Bell in nearby McComb for lunch. I 
remember eating at The Dinner Bell when I was a youngster.  
McComb is not far from Amite where I grew up. The Dinner 
Bell serves food family style. You sit at a large round table 
with a Lazy Susan inner table that has every kind of country 
style food you could want. The meat entrees were fried 
chicken and meatloaf. The veggies included mashed potatoes, 
sweet potato casserole, rice, gravy, green beans, field peas, 
lima beans, turnips, turnip greens, fried eggplant and more. It 
is one of those all you can eat situations that can definitely 
put a strain on your belt! 
 
All in all, our excursion was a very memorable one with good 
friends. If you were wondering why I was writing about 
hunting and not skeet, I am not. One thing for sure, if you 
want to hunt quail, wild or pen raised, shooting skeet is a 
great way to hone your skills. By the way, quail may be on 
the menu for one of our shoots at Red Chute Shotgun Sports 
Club this season. See you at the gun club!
