








My Favorite Shoot-Off by Wade Jones 

My favorite shoot-off took place in Shreveport on July 17, 1966. I am sure that my memories of this shoot-off 
have stayed with me, while so many others have long faded away, because of four rather larger than life shoot-
ers who were involved in it. These were the people, along with many others around the state, who gave me 
the “skeet fever” that I have not been able to get rid of for some 45 years. 
 
So, to tell the shoot-off story, I first have to tell about those four shooters.  Jim Dozier retired from the Air 
Force in 1965 and moved to Crowville, LA. He affiliated with the Pine Hills Gun Club in Monroe and immedi-
ately began to be an influence in LA skeet shooting. Jim became Mr. Skeet in LA., having shot more than 
237,000 registered targets over 49 years. He won world championships as a Sub-Senior, Senior and Veteran, 
and won state championships in Alaska, Colorado and Louisiana. Jim was on 12 All-American Teams. 
 
At the South Louisiana Gun Club in New Orleans was Henry Alcus. Henry was an Irish Channel become up-
town gentleman character. He ran the S.L.G.C. (and another club he might be visiting) with an iron hand. He 
always shot in all white, head to toe, and carried an English shooting stick as he shot. Henry was prominent in 
skeet on a national level. He designed and established the NSSA classification system. Henry would have been 
elected President of the NSSA in 1960 at Rochester, N.Y., but withdrew in favor of Alex Kerr. Henry was the 
recipient of the Ray Boller award in 1973. 
 
At the Florida Parishes Skeet and Gun Association in Amite was Barbee Ponder. Barbee was the founder and 
principal supporter of the Amite Club. My mental image of Barbee is of him wearing his strawberry covered 
cap and shirt at his beloved Strawberry and Cream Open. Barbee was a great supporter of skeet throughout 
the state. When the Baton Rouge Gun Club at Ryan Airport was closed, Barbee offered to donate property to 
build a new range. He shot junky old guns, often repaired with duct tape, and he shot them well. Barbee was 
All-American 12 times and won many state, zone and world championships. Barbee was inducted into the 
NSSA Hall of Fame in 1993. 
 
And, last but not least, the hero of this shoot-off story was George Vicknair. George shot at the Baton Rouge 
Gun Club and later moved to Lafayette.  George was a gruff, pot-bellied, heavy-jowled, sparkly-eyed pixie. He 
was an incurable jokester, but was a deadly competitor on the skeet field. George always shot a Remington 
11oo, with a Cutts, which he carried around the field by the barrel. George won numerous state and world 
titles. He was All-American 12 times, and captain of 3 All-American Teams. He was the recipient of the Ray 
Boller Award in 1977. 
 
In the middle 1960’s skeet shooting was, to some extent, dominated by the U. S. Air Force Team at Lackland 
Air Force Base in San Antonio. To give you an idea of how dominating they were: of the five major champion-
ships at the World Shoot, in 1965, this team won three; in 1966 – one; in 1967 – four; and in 1968 – three. Jim 
Bellows, an Air Force shooter, won the World HOA in 1965, 1967 and 1968. 
 
The 1966 Louisiana State Championships were held at the Shreveport Skeet Club and they were concurrent 
with the Tri-State Open. Somehow the U. S. Air Force Team agreed to come to the Tri-State Open that year. 
They brought 10 shooters. 
 
In those days, at a four gun shoot, the .410 was shot first and the 12 gauge last. There was no doubles event. In 
fact, there was opposition to even shooting doubles at all stations in shoot-offs. But, with ever lengthening 
shoot-offs, the standard had become: little guns – regulation skeet, miss and out; big guns – one round of regu-
lation skeet and then doubles at all stations, miss and out. 
 
So, to no one’s surprise, by the end of the 12 gauge at the 1966 Tri-State, on a dark, rainy Sunday afternoon, 
the Air Force Team had won everything. They won the .410 and 20 gauge on Saturday, the 28 gauge on Sunday 
morning, and Dave Bywater had just gone straight with the 12 for a 399 HOA. They now only needed to win 
the 12 gauge shoot-off to completely sweep the shoot. And, there was no doubt in anyone’s mind that they 



would do exactly that. 
 
There were eleven 100 straights in the 12 gauge. Five Air Force Shooters, Jim Bellows, Cecil Trammel, Robert 
Reay, Jim Prall, and Dave Bywater, went straight. The other straights were: Eddie Dunn of Shreveport, Chuck 
Mayhew from Dallas, Jim Dozier, Henry Alcus, Barbee Ponder and George Vicknair. 
 
Unfortunately, neither I nor anyone I have talked to can remember exactly how long the shoot-off lasted, the 
sequence in which the shooters dropped out, or the target that George Vicknair broke to win. I remember that 
it was raining pretty hard and it was very dark. George was a slow shooter at best, and this afternoon he was 
shooting his second doubles just in bounds. But he just kept hitting them and hitting them. 
 
Jim Bellows was the last shooter to drop out. I do remember sitting and watching with Bo Futrell, and hearing 
Bellows ask between rounds, “who is that old SOB?” Jim Dozier’s recollection was that, toward the end, every-
one was cheering for George – even the Air Force Shooters. 
 
I suspect the drama level of the shoot-off has been enhanced somewhat by the last 45 years. But even so, it is a 
good “David and Goliath” story, and will probably get even better if I can tell it again 45 years from now!
